of camp:

o Be able to swim unaided approximately 1 pool length and back. (The
student will swim from the junior sailing dock to the swim platform and
back to the dock.)

o Tread water unaided for 3 minutes.

o After 3 minutes, while still in the water, the student must put on his or her
life jacket (which will be provided) and fasten it.

o With the life jacket secured, the students must swim back to the buoy and
return to the dock.
